Dear Colleagues, 
 
Hereby the Maritime Safety Umbrella Operation would like to inform you about the project 
potentials on maritime safety, sustainable management of the seas and environment 
issues under Interreg IV in Europe and neighbouring countries. 
 
During the Interreg – MSUO Maritime Safety Projects Fair; three workshops were held to 
discuss potential project ideas for the upcoming Interreg IV period. The proposed project 
ideas were not all suitable to become projects on its own, therefore the MSUO 
Coordination Unit decided to write potential project frameworks, which could be used by 
the potential partners and project leaders. 
 
In the month following the event, the MSUO Coordination Unit tried to merge the existing 
project ideas with project ideas from former send out questionnaires as well as with the 
project ideas from ‘around’. 
 
The ‘framework‘ proposals found in this document, are not solid projects, but could be 
developed into good and strategic projects by the different identified partners. If you 
yourself have other ideas/potential partners or other additional information, please do not 
hesitate to insert them in the project idea or contact Eric Louis Melenec, Maritime Safety 
coordinator MSUO on ericlouis.melenec@northsearegion.eu or +45-87288070. He will be 
able to bring you in contact with the relevant partners. 
 
During the event in Antwerp the MSUO decided to make three different workshops, 
however the results show that a similar ideas came up in different workshops and in 
different Programme Areas. As far as possible we tried to identify the possibilities for 
projects in different strands/programme areas. 
 
The potentials are described and when possible connected to submitted project ideas 
(Interreg IVB – North Sea Region). Keep in mind that this document only sets the 
framework with the different interested parties identified by the MSUO. 
 
As a continuation of this work the Maritime Safety Umbrella Operation is now working on a 
Marine and Maritime Project Guidance book. This book sets out the basics for a good and 
strategic marine, maritime or integrated marine/maritime project, according to the 
Programme priorities, Green Paper on Maritime Policy by the EU and several conventions. 
This booklet is due to commence for the second call of the North Sea Region Programme, 
spring 2008 and will be based on the outcomes in this report as well as on the outcomes of 
the marine and maritime issues workshop in Stavanger, 20 and 21 August, 2007. For more 
info about this workshop please visit, www.northsearegion.eu click under events. 
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Please bear in mind that the MSUO can not be held responsible whatsoever for the 
frameworks provided.

For your information the MSUO included a page written by Interact about the possibilities 
of the 20% and 10% rules. Please take notice of this if you are considering including 
project partners from outside the eligible area of the programme where you submit your 
projects.  
 

==================================================== 
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Operation of the 20% and 10% rules  
 
The 20% rule for cross-border programmes remains unchanged from the current period. 
Programmes may use up to 20% of programme funds in adjacent NUTS 3 areas but these 
areas need to be identified in the Operational Programme together with a justification for 
their inclusion.  
 
In the transnational programmes, the 20% rule was originally imagined in the same way. 
There have been criticisms that programme areas do not reflect the boundaries of major 
geographical, infrastructure and functional features. The original idea was therefore that 
work on e.g. a river basin should not stop at the programme area boundary but should be 
allowed to continue over and include all relevant stakeholders. There is, however, no 
requirement in the regulations for transnational programmes that only adjacent areas 
should be targeted and Member States and programmes have seen more flexible 
potentials in the rule. With the innovation and knowledge emphasis of the new 
programmes, there are particularly interesting opportunities for drawing skills from outside 
the programme area.  
 
Each transnational programme will interpret the rule with varying degrees of strictness and 
only the programmes can give final advice on how it is used in their context. At the same 
time, any projects considering this option should consider a few general principles (after 
making sure with the programme that it is possible at all):  
 
1. Partners from outside the programme area need to be able to offer something that 

cannot be obtained within the programme area. This essential contribution to project 
objectives needs to be convincingly demonstrated.  

2. The contribution of such partners needs to show clearly in activity plans and the 
expected outputs and results. It needs to provide a real and direct benefit to the 
programme area.  

3. Member States assume ultimate financial responsibility for all partner actions on their 
territory. Some kind of statement of support from the Member State concerned will 
therefore be required along with a guarantee that the partner©s expenditure will be 
controlled and subject to audit in the same way as any other partner from that 
country. Programmes will be able to advice on their requirements.  

 
Use of the 10% rule whereby programme funds can be used in non-Member States is 
much more complex. The measure was originally planned as a safeguard against delayed 
approval of programmes with neighbouring countries but again, some programmes see 
more extensive opportunities. The same basic principles as in the use of the 20% rule in 
transnational programmes apply to the need for external partners. The financial control 
and audit of the funds involved can, however, be much more complex. In many cases 
European agreements with external countries do not cover Territorial Cooperation 
programme funds: Partner countries have no real obligation to enforce standards or make 
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repayments in the event of problems. As a result, participating Member States will have to 
negotiate their own agreements (and the regulations make clear that this is a Member 
State responsibility). Many may be unwilling to do so given the relatively small sums 
involved.  
 
The complexity of having partners from external partner countries (the situation is rather 
different with Norway and Switzerland) has led some programmes to interpret the rule as 
meaning that while 10% of funds may be spent outside the EU, all partners must be from 
the EU. In this situation, all expenditure will still be subject to the standard control and 
audit requirements in the Member State of the partner spending the funds. Again, only the 
programmes themselves can explain the exact rules they have in place but projects should 
be aware that even if allowed, the inclusion of external partners in Territorial Cooperation 
programmes may add a significant element of complexity and risk. Naturally, even under 
this interpretation the clear added value of using funds outside the programme area will 
need to be convincingly demonstrated and may well be subject to special approval from 
programme management bodies.
